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Reading Literacy Narrative

As a child, my parents read to me all the time. Often my mom would read to me during the day and always before bed. They read to me everything from the bible to the lord of the Rings to silly children's literature about Pigeons on the Bus. I don’t have children but if I did, I would like to read to them almost every night, generally, children’s fiction and whatever I have that piques their interest. My experience as a reader is generally ok.
